W hat happens if I do not report a change within 10 calendar days to Burleigh County Housing  

Authority?   
  

 Ă Effective September 1, 2015, all Burleigh County Housing  

Authority and Community Homes of Bismarck, Inc. Tenants and 

Program Participants must report, in writing, all changes in income 

and household size within 10 calendar days of the change occurring.   

Ă If you do not REPORT ALL income, you must repay, it is the 

LAW! 

Ă Any changes in income ï whether it is wages, child support, 

spousal support, family members giving you money, family  

members paying for items for you, social security, social security 

disability, donating plasma, TANF, etc. must be reported to BCHA/

CHBI and any other agency you are receiving benefits from.   

Ă If you are not sure if you should report something ï REPORT it, 

your Technician will determine if the information is needed or not 

but at least you have reported it.   

Ă Any BCHA/CHBI Tenants and Program Participants who fail to  

report any of the changes listed above will result in either a warning 

notice or possible termination of your lease and/or housing  

assistance.   

Ă All agencies that you receive benefits from have different  

reporting requirements.  It is very important that you comply with 

the reporting requirements for each agency from which you receive 

benefits.  We are SEPARATE agencies with our own rules,  

regulations, policies and reporting requirements.  Reporting to one 

agency does not provide the information to all of the agencies that 

you are receiving benefits from.  ~

COMBINE in blender or food  

processor until smooth: 

1 1/2 c zucchini grated 

3 T Melted butter 

3 large eggs 

1 t Vanilla

from incurring charges for which they are responsible because  thereôs no reimbursement 

to BPS from the federal government until the application is approved.   
 

We had 2,711 children signed up for free/reduced meals last year. Thatôs 22% of our student population. We 

also had $15,593 in debt from about 1,055 families who had not paid their bills by the end of the school year. 

We need to collect these debts to support our Child Nutrition program which serves all  

students. We will work with families who experience a hardship by setting up a meal payment plan. Just let 

us know! 

We also made it easier for parents to deposit money in their childôs meal account. MyPaymentsPlus is free, 

and parents choose automatic deposit through this system and sign up for low balance reminders. If you need 

a free/reduced meal application or assistance with MyPaymentsPlus, call 323-4090. ~
